In recent years, social work professionals stapiay attention to the impact of
spirituality on individual well-being. Spiritualitis an integral part of holistic health
and interacts with other dimensions of health. i&g@t growth helps individuals to
seek the meaning of life, to develop positive s#dfatity, and to build up successful
interpersonal skills. Adolescents experience tratonas life stress and are vulnerable
to the depressive mood. It's imperative to idengibgssible risk factors. However,
resilience perspective indicated that we shouldrpaye attention to protective
factors that could mitigate the impact of risk.r8pality is considered as an
important protective factor that helps to enhamcividual’s mental health in face of
adversity. However, in Taiwan, the idea of purswspgituality during adolescence is
neglected. Research related to adolescent spitytualTaiwan is also very limited.
The present study attempts to fill the gap by examgithe effect of spirituality on
adolescent depressive mood in Taiwan, especialgnvadolescents are suffering
stresses from family conflict, poor economic stapeser relationship, and academic
expectation. The multi-stage cluster sampling mettlvas used to select respondents.
Data were collected by self-reported questionnadesinistered in the group setting.
A total of 1,307 Taiwanese students from 10 to Eigs participated in this study.
1,203 questionnaires with complete information wectuded in multiple regression
analyses.

Results indicated that after controlling for gendegye, and self-esteem, life stresses
and spirituality were significantly associated waitholescent depressive mood.
Findings suggest that the idea of spirituality dtidae incorporated into helping
depressive adolescents. In addition, the concegpiatuality should be examined
more in social work research, education and praatiorder to enhance adolescent
psychological well-beings.
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Birth families as strangers?- The family reunificaton experiences of children
leaving care in Taiwan

Children’s home or residential placement has ediiie centuries; however, it has not
been emphasized, as it should be. Challenges aiteprs have increasingly been
found and perceived by the governmental sectorasademic area during these years.
However, previous studies concerning leaving cackthe life experiences of care
leavers are limited. Some research on the outcameasd after care indicated that
care leavers are still in an inferiority statusn@pared to other youths, care leavers
have low educational attainment, higher unemployymanore likely to be homeless in
adulthood, loneliness, young parenthood, depermlestate benefits, higher levels of
alcohol/drug abuse, in trouble with the law, invaddwvith psychiatric services, and
poorer physical health, etc. The family reunifioatmodel is regarded as the first
priority if children are stayed in the out-of-homplacement in Taiwan. However, the
reunification experiences of these care leaversiakaown and need to be further
explored.

In-depth interview and focus group methods are tetbjm this research to get
multi-dimensional and rich information. Forty-threervice providers and thirty care
leavers are the informants in this study.

Results indicated that the vulnerable relationsl@pween care leavers and their
families. The family reunification model did nottges priority status as it should be
in Taiwan, thus children after care might have ltes in staying with their family
members when they returned home or be forced itwglimdependently. The word
‘strangers’ is emerged from the interview to ddsetheir relationships with their
birth families. These children are vulnerable inecand after.

Some implications are discussed to reshape andiyrmmdli service system toward
care leavers. Both public sector and not-for-pséittor should build up a partner
working team to deliver the whole service for theskerable children and families
in need. Leaving care policy needs to be estaldiste are the regulations and
guidance of leaving care in Taiwan. Hopefully, dhéin in care and after can benefit
from our leaving care system in the recent future.

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Social work ethics curriculum in Taiwan: current status and future development

Background: The evolution of social work ethic in Taiwan begari950. Social
Worker Law was promulgated in 1997, with the fedition of the Social Work Code
of Ethics to be announced next year in 1998. Ir82@@cial Worker Law and Social
Worker License Examination were both amended; 8wrial Work Code of Ethics
was set by National Association of Professionali@Morkers and released by the
government. Afterwards, it was popular for collegespen Social Work Ethics
Courses and professional organization to hold $@dmek Ethics Workshops and
Case Conferences.

Objective: The purpose of this study is to archive and analyeelata of the current
status of university curriculums and make recomragods for future improvement.
Methodology: With the method of literature review and the exaation of the
university curriculum information collected frometielectronic database system of
Ministry Education in Taiwan, this study summariaesl analyzes the current status
of the social work ethics courses.

Findings:

(A) Western Social Work Ethics Education

American Council for Education of Social Work (CSWaD11) in 2011 amended the
Education Policy and Certification Standards (EP&8lude the values and the
practical application of ethical principles. Ass@n of Social Work Boards (ASWB,
2011) published a guide to social work ethics ceulsvelopment.

(B) Social Work Ethics Education in Taiwan

The first academic year in 2000 found 7 schoolshigay social work ethics courses;
in 2005, 15 schools; in 2008, 19 schools. In 2@R0from 27 social work schools
offered Social Work Ethics Course in the undergeaeyprogram; 16 of them made
them required courses, and 6 of them elective esuf) social work schools offered
such courses in graduate program. There were 88 @hsrs in total teaching social
work ethics courses. Social work ethics educat@s dalled more and more attention,
but in course designing, namely course name, eduehbbjectives, content,
teaching methods, and so on are inconsistent annongrsities. A wide range of
multi-teaching methods can present school charatts; however, it is necessary for
such a design to have an in-depth exploration emadain overall well-organized
consistency that leads to a consensus of profedsstimcs in social work education
programs and to the facilitation of the trainingteyn of the professional social
workers.

A study of employment obstacles among new poor fahd@s in Taiwan

Recently, due to economic globalization, many laedlstries and multinational
corporations in Taiwan have shifted their produtienters and employment
opportunities to Mainland China and other countries

As a result, Taiwan has experienced a rapid riskarunemployment rate, a widening
gap between the rich and poor, and a sharp incnedse new poor population. The
study was commissioned by the Bureau of Labor Adfto investigate the
employment obstacles of the new poor families &aedypes of assistance these
families needed from the government.

This paper is an empirical study on how to stopenwadlence against women by
launching campaign designed for men. Previous esudve well documented that
over 70% of domestic violence and sexual assaidtsns are women. Based on
statistics and experience of serving these vict&@@H found educating men through
campaign is one essential step to stop violencgeter, it is difficult for men to
continue doing what the campaign taught them whenaver. Therefore, GOH has
kept launching new campaigns such as Vagina Mownelognale college students’
mind/ soul clubs, V-Men web community, in the hopdéransform males by
repeatedly helping them to understand the isswetdnce against women.
Qualitative research method was employed for ingason in this paper. We
interviewed a few male participants in our campsigobtain information regarding
how they had been transformed. We also conductgsfgroup discussion with male
college students. After analyzing the informatiae, created training materials which
re-define masculinity and applied them to male faghool students. We also assessed
their understanding of gender issues and theimgitless in participating
anti-gender-based-violence campaign. Our resutte shat variety of campaigns did
help males gain more understanding about gendsgssand they were more willing
to support anti-violence campaign.

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Core culture or minority culture? Rethinking community participation in
post-disaster recovery

In 2009 Typhoon Morakot caused severe damage tsatmdern part of Taiwan with
record breaking rainfall of 2,748 millimeters in @urs. Flooding caused the death
of an estimated 699 persons, and relocation ofdll9krsons. It is worth noting that
13,911 of the 19,191 relocated people were indigempeople. Therefore significant
differences in risk perception and cultural confinong different ethnic groups have
been highlighted in the post-disaster reconstraghimcess. The purpose of this paper
is to address some important cultural issues inngonity reconstruction after the
disaster. The results come from a case study akttenstruction of the worst affected
village. This research is designed in particulade¢epen our understanding as to how
ethnic minorities, who already suffer from an inalify of the distribution of
economic and political power, are more vulnerablédoding and environmental
disasters. In the paper, | examine the tensiondmtvadministrative arrangements
and village self organization by addressing folatesl issues. First, | briefly present
the initial conditions of the organizational, andtaral environment that characterized
the indigenous villages of South Taiwan which wedffected by Typhoon Morakot.
Second, | analyze how the inhabitants of an aftectdigenous village organized
themselves to participate in the reconstructioarefind which cultural conflicts were
confronted. Third, | compare the different metholsommunity engagement used in
this village and discuss their effects on the comityis sustainable development.

This was
especially so for indigenous people.Moreover thamaoinity engagement and
housing policy for postdisaster recovery may wellcbnstructed according to the
core culture of privileged spheres. In interactiath indigenous people this led to a
negation of their alternative local, minority cuiisphere, which in turn brought
about a disintegration of individual and communmitgntity and posed a challenge to
the sustainable development of the community.

In the making of child and youth welfare policy pess, have those protagonists ever
had consulted? What are their needs and demandisi® thanging globalization era,
it is an important issue how to describe a blugganthe future in line with
expectations of the children and youth.

In order to collect the children’s and youth’s apims, the authors carried out a survey
with a semi-structured questionnaire. The poputaisathe fifth to ninth-grade
students in 21 Taiwan counties, the 2364 subjeete whosen by stratified random
sampling, after the survey process, 2335 valid tip@asaires were reclaimed. After
data analysis through SPSS, main findings arellmsviog: 72% of the respondents
conscious themselves in poor health status th&eimecent month they were
insomnia, abdominal pain, headache, dizziness otienal instability, among the
respondents, the youth show more obvious symptharsthe children.

The uncomfortable feeling derived from five mairess: (1)public order and criminal
problems; (2)school bullying; (3)heard of sexualaast; (4)changing curriculum
planning; (5)examination and academic pressure. @B3%te respondents show their
highly expectation to take part in the children godth welfare policies making
process, however, only 28% of them had been giveropportunity to join related
discussion.

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Validation of Taiwan intimate partner violence danger assessment TIPVDA

The TIPVDA is an instrument designed to asses$ikbiEhood of lethality or near
lethality occurring in a case of intimate partnerence. This article describes the
development, psychometric validation, and suggestior use for the TIPVDA.
Based on reviewing literature, exited danger assessinstruments, archival
information of 80 femicide and attempted femicidses, and discussing with
practitioners and scholars, this study construatpdol of potential predictors, and
formed a questionnaire. The samples (N=773) anmaté partner victims who asked
for help from police precincts and hospitals inc&is and counties in Taiwan. As a
result of empirical analyses, a 15 items scaleavastructed and named Taiwan
Intimate Partner Violence Danger Assessment (TIPYDOAis instrument was then
tested with an independent sample of intimate paniolence victims (N=572). The
empirical results suggest that the TIPVDA was adstened reliably, and they
provide significant evidence of the concurrentcdminant, and criterion-related
validity of this instrument. Implications for futeiresearch and utilization of the
TIPVDA are discussed.

As the law of Child and
Youth Sexual Transaction Prevention Act enactetb@b, the economic advancement
and cultural transformation, less children and fomere forced or sold to the sex
industry in Taiwan compared with the days in thstpHowever, the issue of
trafficking never ended but changed the outer foithe adults use children’s and
youth's trust and simple thoughts, trapping theto sex trade. At the same time, with
advancement of information technology, children godth are tending to be
explored in the anonymous, hidden and non-distagioer world. In the mean time, it
provides them the unlimited opportunities to befdevith others, which also being
the access to be sex abused or having sex tradedeyptions.

The study is conducted by the interview of focusugrand content analysis as well.
From year 2009 to 2010, The Garden of Hope Foumddias hired the social worker
as participant observer in online chat rooms arhemlating sites. Hence, the study
will interview the observers and analyze the cosagon in the chat room. There are
two parts included in the analysis; one is to digthe message implying sexual
messages that may affect children and youth icyber world; second is to clarify
the tricks and statement that pimps or brothel os®yto abduct children and youth
into sex trade. Moreover, the situations of sexsabwill be discussed then. The
research will help us catch the realities in thieecyworld.

Sexual exploitation of children and youth has lemgsted in every society. Research
concerning this issue is usually focused on themg personal and family factors;
therefore, the proposed resolutions are centerimgna consoling and family
education. Based on its 20 years’ experience wirggthese victims in Taiwan, GOH
has found that ‘structural violence’ is the keyttadhat caused them to enter sex
industry. However, there is lack of research thaestigates this factor. In this paper,
we will discuss the role of social structure inilitgating the sexual exploitation of
children and youth and propose a resolution inipyialicy making and social
welfare system reform.

The research subjects included 14 practitionersabworkers or mentors who were
or are employed by GOH. They all had years of @epee in serving sexually
exploited children and youth. Focus group method graployed to investigate the
effect of structural violence. There were two fogusup interviews. The first one was
to obtain the information about the victims’ lifegeriences; the second was to focus
on the relationship between social structure amdaeexploitation of the children
and youth. We found that the sexually exploiteddrkn and youth have experienced
varieties of structural oppression including negatamily conditions, exclusion from
educational system, crisis of personal health niore hardship, difficulty in
establishing intimate relationship, and broken magg. Above all, the structural
oppression from labor market made it difficult tbem to leave the sex industry. This
paper points out the social structure factors ¢aase/worsen the problem of sexual
exploitation of children and youth. We also recomuaheolutions for policy makers in
terms of social welfare reform and treatment fer tictims.

Parenting stress is the
stress of playing the parenting roles. Since mb8tetime, mothers are the major
care-givers, therefore, mothers are usually thearet subjects. Taking care of
normal children is a long term high stress jobadse bringing up a special child can
be a devastating and frustrating task. From fasytem theory point of view, high
parenting stress will affect the interaction in tamily. Marital Satisfaction Scale is
measuring marital relationship and marital intaactCaring for a developmental
delay child may have higher parenting stress. kghital satisfaction may help to
reduce the parenting stress, but low marital satigfn may even increase the
parenting stress.

At the end, basing on the findings, concrete recendations for the practitioners
will be proposed.
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
